2. Sherry Huxtable Memorial Academic Scholarship (Academic Studies)
To support the broader purpose of the Clan Leslie Society International to provide charitable and educational growth of its members, the Academic Studies scholarship program provides support for general academic study. 

Applicants for a scholarship from the Society must be a Member or Inceptor of the Clan Leslie Society International. Applicants shall not be denied an award opportunity based on gender, race, religion, ethnic or nationality criteria. All awards will be made by the Scholarship Committee and approved by the Council based on availability of funding from the Clan Leslie Society International and the quality of the applications they review.  The Committee may decide not to make any awards during an award period if they do not have enough quality applications or there is not an appropriate amount of funding.

Applicant Qualifications

1. Applicants must be a Member or Inceptor of Clan Leslie Society International.
2. Applicants can only be awarded one award in a scholarship year (school year). Applicants can only win two (2) awards in a lifetime.

3. Scholarship winners must agree that Clan Leslie Society International shall reserve the right to advertise, display, or use the scholarship award in any manner they deem fit. In return, the winner shall be entitled to receive full credit, with name, title, and contact information, if desired.

Scholarship Categories

There are six (6) categories for a scholarship application and an applicant must pick one category for each entry. If your entry fits in more than one category, you may file separate, complete applications for each category.

When filing your application for Scottish/Celtic Programs, do not send original works with the application. Please send copies only. Please label all submissions with your name and address clearly. The Society is not responsible for lost items and items will not be returned unless specifically requested.

If submitting a visual representation of a performance, it must be easily viewed via a personal computer with readily available software such as Microsoft Media Player. A detailed list of previous awards for a performance must accompany the application.

All written work must be original and must be submitted in typed format. Non-fiction must be thoroughly footnoted and contain a bibliography. 

4. Craft / Artistic

Photographs of your entry are required with the application. Please limit your entry to five (5) views of the submission.

5. Visual

· Photography

· Video

Video entries must be easily viewed via a personal computer with readily available software such as Microsoft Media Player.

6. Genealogical Research 

Submissions from this category must be fully documented and proven through any of the following official documents: birth, marriage, or death certificates, adoption papers, last will and testaments, censuses, deeds, etc. All accompanying proof must be submitted in copy with the application. Research is to be typewritten where possible.

Internet research must have sources of documentation

Timeline

The scholarships will be awarded annually, where funding is available. The number of winners and amount of the award is up to the sole discretion of the Awards Committee.
